On the other side, a 
few neighbors playing the role of buzz-
kill, annoyed by the diner’s late-night 
activity. according to owner sol sidell, 
they “want to blame our little business 
for their declining property values.” 
the neighbors who 
wanted the diner to 
close at 2 am were 
no-shows at the City 
hall hearing on July 7. 
and the winner is… 
well, let’s just say 
your 3 am French 
toast is no longer in 
jeopardy. 

MosT renovaTions, however Minor, 
take longer than anticipated. and most 
people get cranky waiting in line. But Flour 
Bakery in the south end is exceptional for 
more than its baked goods. it reopened right 
on schedule, drawing its customary peaceful 
queue of customers, after several days of 
closure to install new flooring and ceilings, 
repaint walls and hang up large mirrors. 
welcome back, apricot-almond cake  
muffins!  

alThough resTauranT week Begins 
on aug. 9, plenty of bargains are available in 
unexpectedly elegant venues before then.  
on sundays and Mondays, Mistral, sorellina 
and Mooo (which throws in free valet 
parking) offer a three-course prix-fixe 
dinner for $35. reservations are limited,  
so call ahead.
